Our Itinerary

Day 1, Monday 6th February

We gather at Manchester Airport for our §

morning flight to Tel Aviv. On arrival we
are met by our guide and coach and
transferred to our Pilgrim Guest House in
Nazareth, the town associated with the
beginning of the Gospel message. We
arrive in good time to unpack and enjoy
dinner. Overnight stay in Nazareth.

Day 2, Tuesday 7th February

We begin our pilgrimage with an early
start and drive across the Jezreel Valley
(the biblical scene of Armageddon) to
Mount Tabor and ascend to the summit
to visit the Church of the Transfiguration.
On descending Mount Tabor we will
return to Nazareth to see how the Good
News is both remembered and lived out
today. We will visit the site of the only
spring in town, where Jesus’ mother will
have drawn water, the Basilica of the
Annunciation and the Synagogue Church.
We then visit the recently excavated town
of Sephoris, the traditional birthplace of
Mary, mother of Jesus, and the village
where Saints Anna and Joachim are often
said to have resided. We end our day with
a visit to Cana, the site of Jesus’ first sign,
before we return to our guest house.
Dinner and overnight stay in Nazareth

Day 3, Wednesday 8th February
Today will be devoted to a leisurely
exploration of the area that was the base
for Jesus’ ministry by the northern shore
of the Sea of Galilee. We will visit sites

associated with the call of the first
disciples, the multiplication of the loaves
and fishes, the teaching of the Sermon on
the Mount, and the village of Capernaum.
We will also sail on a modern-day version
of the kind of boat used for fishing at the
time of Jesus and also see the remains of
a similar boat which dates back to the
early First Century. We finally visit the
excavations of Magdala, the home town
of Mary Magdalene and was once a major
first century fishing port on the Sea of
Galilee. Return to Nazareth and our guest
house in good time to freshen up before
dinner and overnight stay.




Day 4, Thursday 9th February
Leaving the Galilee after an early
breakfast we will head south through the
heart of the West Bank, noting as we
drive some of the ‘facts on the ground’
about the Occupation, as we come to the
city of Nablus. Here we will visit Jacob’s
Well, where the Fourth Gospel tells us of
Jesus’” encounter with the woman
drawing water. We also hope to visit the
Anglican parish church of St Phillip in the
city. Leaving Nablus we drive east, down
to the River Jordan, to the site believed to
be close to where Jesus was baptised by
John, where we will renew our baptism
vows. We will stop for a view of the
Mount of Temptation and Greek
monastery that clings precariously to the
side of the mountain before breaking for
some souvenir shopping and a late lunch
in the oasis city of lJericho. In the
afternoon we leave Jericho and drive
west, up through the hills of the Judean

Wilderness and up the eastern slopes of
the Mount of Olives towards Jerusalem,
before heading on to Bethlehem for the
first of two nights stay in the city in which
Christ was born. Dinner and overnight
stay by Manger Square in Bethlehem.

Day 5, Friday 10th February
Today will be devoted to discovering more
about Incarnation and the gift of life in all

its abundance. We will visit the
Shepherds’ Fields and the Church of the
Nativity, as well as some remarkable
institutions  run by the Christian
community of the ‘little town’, including a
visit to St Vincent Creche/Orphange - the
only facility of its kind in the West Bank
offering Christian love and compassion to
over forty abandoned babies and small
children and the International Centre of
Bethlehem created by Revd Dr Mitri
Raheb, the Lutheran pastor of Bethlehem.
Dinner and overnight stay by Manger
Square.

Day 6, Saturday 11th February

We leave Bethlehem this morning after an
early breakfast and drive down the Old
Roman Road to the Jordan Valley, the old
footpath to Jericho and en-route view St.
George's  Monastery, which clings
precariously to the cliff face of the
mountain. We then drive south along the
shores of the Dead Sea to Mount Masada
to visit Herod's impressive fortified palace
which is reached by cable car.



Day 6 continued

On descending Masada we then drive to
the lowest point on earth’s surface where
will have the opportunity to bathe in the
unique mineral laden waters of the Dead
Sea. After a break for lunch we start our
drive back to Jerusalem and on route we
will stop to view the Qumran Caves,
where the Dead Sea scrolls were found
and the nearby Essene Monastery where
the scrolls may have originated. On
leaving the Dead Sea basin we drive back
west and continue to the Mount of Olives
where we we stop on the summit for a
brethtaking view of Jerusalem, the Old
city and its beautiful medieval walls. We
finally check-in to our Jerusalem hotel
within the OIld Walled City. Dinner and
overnight stay in Jerusalem.

Day 7, Sunday 12th February
This morning we attend the Eucharist at
the mother church of Anglicanism in the
Holy Land, St George’s Cathedral in East
Jerusalem. We then enter the Old city by
the Dung Gate to visit the Western Wall, a
section of retaining wall of the Temple
Mount that dates back to Solomon’s

Temple and if permitted we hope to
ascend the Temple Mount to view the
Dome of the Rock and Al Aksa Mosque.
We then proceed to West Jerusal and the
Haddasah Hospital where we can view
the famous Marc Chagall windows that
depict the Twelve Tribes of Israel. After a
break for lunch we will finish the

afternoon at the village of Ein Karem,
believed to have been the home of
Zechariah and Elizabeth and thus the site
of the birth of John the Baptist and of the
encounter between Elizabeth and Mary,
when Magnificat was first sung. Continue
Dinner

to our Jerusalem hotel. and

overnight stay in Jerusalem.




Day 8 Monday 13th February

We begin our day on the summit of the
Mount of Olives, to trace Jesus’ Palm
Sunday journey from Bethphage down
the mountain, stopping at two churches
on the way, before reaching the Garden of
Gethsemane, and the profoundly moving
Church of the Agony. We then drive over
to the Israel Museum in West Jerusalem
to see a model of Jerusalem at the time of
Jesus and the Shrine of the Book to view
the Dead Sea Scrolls. The rest of the
afternoon will be free to explore the Old
City. After dinner there will be a talk from
members of the Parent Circle, a
Palestinian and Israeli movement of
bereaved families that support peace,
reconciliation and tolerance. Overnight
stay in Jerusalem.

Day 9 Tuesday 14th February
This morning we will combine the depth
of religious history of the Holy Land with
a clear indication of the modern day
political problems by visiting Hebron to
see the Tomb of the Patriarchs and see

how the OId C|ty centre has been divided
and impoverished by the results of the
Occupation. We will have the chance to
enter both the mosque and the
synagogue, as well as walking in the souk.
After lunch we return to Jerusalem to pay
a brief visit to the Western Wall before
ascending Mount Zion to visit sites
associated with the Last Supper, the Day
of Pentecost and the falling asleep of
Mary, before finishing our day at the
church of St Peter in Gallicantu and
recalling Peter’s betrayal of Jesus.

Day 10, Wednesday 15th February
This morning we will leave our hotel after
breakfast and make our way to St
Stephen's Gate (Lion Gate) to visit the
beautiful Crusader Church of St Anne’s

and the Pools of Bethesda before
beginning the Way of Cross along the
narrow winding streets of the Via
Dolorosa visiting the Ecce Homo Arch,
and convent with it’s Lithostratus “The
pavement”. We will view from the roof of
the Antonia Fortress the Temple Area.



Day 10 continued

We continue through the Souks and over
the roof of the Holy Sepulchre and down
through the Ethiopian Monastery to the
Basilica of the Holy Sepulchre built over
the tomb on Calvary. After some time for
reflection we will break for lunch. The
afternoon will be free to explore the Old
City or we have the option of visiting the
Yad Vashem Holocaust memorial museum
and park to pay our respects to the
millions that perished in the Nazi

Holocaust. Return to Jerusalem and our
hotel for dinner and overnight stay.

Day 11, Thursday 16th February
After packing our bags we will head west
towards the Mediterranean and the
airport, stopping at the town of Abu
Ghosh, one of the possible sites of
Emmaus, to celebrate a final Eucharist
together before heading on to the airport
for our journey home, to tell all those
whom we meet about what has
happened to us on the road...
